H) Pingree Transload LLC Flex PACE Request Alyssa’s memo regarding the Pingree Transload, LLC PACE 
request was in the One Drive. Pingree Transload, LLC is owned by Carl and Julie Peterson of Harwood, ND and 
will be located on 63 acres of land at 1659 Highway 281 SE in Pingree, ND. The site will be an Identity Preserved 
Crop Processing Rail loading facility for the region and is expected to be fully operational by Quarter 4 of 2024. 
Identity Preserved crops bring higher value to farmers, grain handlers, and processers by providing the specialty 
products that today’s consumers and ingredient buyers’ demand. This will directly impact our community and 
North Dakota farmers positively by creating opportunities for the niche production of IP crops.    
 
Carl Peterson, Pingree Transload, and Calvin Teubner, Choice Bank were in attendance to answer questions 
about the project.  
 
Alyssa recommended funding the full request amount of up to $214,286. The city’s share would be 20%, or 
$42,857.20. The county’s share would be 80%, or $171,428.80. This is a PACE request and will go to the city and 
county for approval following the Board’s approval.   
 
The Joint New Business Attraction and Existing Business Committees made the recommendation to send this 
PACE request to the full board for approval.  
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Jeremy Rham made a motion to approve the Pingree Transload, LLC PACE Request as 
presented to send to the city and county for approval, David Steele seconded, and the 
motion passed unanimously by roll call vote. Tory – Aye, Jeremy – Aye, Marlee – Aye, 
Dwaine – Aye, Mark – Aye, Levi - Aye, Casey – Aye, David – Aye, Rod – Aye, Jen – Aye, 
Tonya – Aye, Mike – Aye. Nick was not in attendance to vote.
