In 2021, ADM announced their $350 million plan to
build North Dakota’s first-ever dedicated soybean
crushing plant and refinery to meet fast-growing
demand from food, feed, industrial and biofuel
customers, including producers of renewable diesel, in
Spiritwood, ND.

Bringing this fantastic project to our area involved
years of collaboration among many entities as
indicated in Governor Burgum’s statement, “We're
deeply grateful for ADM’s investment in our state and
our highly productive farmers as well as the tireless
efforts of so many who helped make this happen,
including the Office of State Tax Commissioner, the
Jamestown/Stutsman County Development Corp.,
North Dakota Department of Commerce, North Dakota
Department of Agriculture, Lt. Gov. Brent Sanford,
the state Legislature, and our entire congressional
delegation.”

The crush and refining complex will feature state-of-
the-art automation technology and have the capacity
to process 150,000 bushels of soybeans per day.
Strategically located in a major soybean producing
area, ADM’s global logistics network will enable the
facility to access both domestic and global markets

for soybean oil and meal. The facility is expected to
provide 75 full-time jobs and be completed prior to the
2023 harvest.

JSDC, the Jamestown City Council, and the
Stutsman County Commission authorized up to
$600,000 of economic development funds

to complete architectural, civil engineering, and
schematic design work needed for the

Bison World project.

The $72.5 million Bison World project will be a tourism
attraction on state-owned land adjacent to I-94 and a
successful economic development and diversification
project for North Dakota, likely drawing over 300,000
paid attendees annually. Bison World will be located
at one of the country’s last and best undeveloped
interstate exits for tourism with over 8.8 million people
passing by it each year.

According to the forecasted financial statements
conducted by Eide Bailly, the project will be a highly
profitable investment. The five-year projected returns
show a range between $34 and $39.3 million. The
average annual return will be between $6.8 and $7.8
million. State sales tax revenues on over $68 million
dollars in tickets and merchandise in just the first five
years are also expected according to the study which
compiled data from the North Dakota Department of
Commerce and Apogee Attractions, a leading national
theme park designer and operator.

MidMach received a Flex PACE interest buydown loan —
for just over $22,000. With this loan, the company

The JSDC Internship Reimbursement Program was
implemented in 2021 to increase the number of local
internships and assist our employers in workforce
recruitment and retention. The Program contributes up
to $3,500 to reimburse employers who hire university/
college students.

The 2021-2022 Program was a great success with 16
student interns from 8 colleges/universities with a total
payroll of $281,309.80. JSDC's reimbursement totaled
$53,175.00. Immediate or future employment was
discussed with almost every intern!

JSDC provided $131,500 for needed updates and
expansion in learning opportunities for area students
that will help the greater Jamestown area build and
sustain a stronger workforce.

This $131,500 is approximately 10% of a $1.36 million
proposal that will directly impact the program areas

of Building Trades, Health Careers, Information
Technology, Technology and Engineering, Aviation,
Family and Consumer Sciences, and Agriculture. Each
of these program areas will benefit from the expansion
of space, renovation of space, and/or the purchase of
equipment to meet industry standards in the program
area.
